	Learning has a profound impact on critical thinking, problem-solving, writing, decision-making, and communication skills.  Teachers and students are to understand analysis, synthesis, and summary when conducting research.  The following procedures are as follows:

5. Teacher and librarian generate questions for students to answer.

6. Teacher and librarian review and discuss notes taken during this activity.

7. Teacher and librarian outline and present information for the major research project.

	KWL is an instructional strategy that stands for Know, Want to Know, and Learned to guide students through content learning.  This strategy guides teachers and students to relate prior experiences to the subject of the lesson.

The steps are as follows:

1.Promote cooperative learning and brainstorm ideas about what they know.

2.Teachers guide students to organize and categorize information under KWL.

3. Teachers ask open-ended questions for students to elaborate about what they want to know or expect to learn.

4. Teachers allow students to read assigned text, add comments, and questions.

5. Teachers have students write information under KWL.

6. Teachers will demonstrate how to develop maps to arrange the information.

7. Teachers will lead a discussion for explanations.

8. Teachers generate ideas and guidelines for major research project.
