Introduction

Online learning is the most preferred interactive-based content tool in public education.  Wiki, a web-based performance assessment, is a major instructional approach to learning.  An advantage of Wiki is that every user can participate. Wiki impacts students and teachers in the following ways: teacher-to-student improves collaborative relationships and academic excellence; 2) student-to-student utilizes technological resources to facilitate learning experiences and productivity; and 3) student-to-content promotes inquiry-based learning.  It is extremely important for all educators to integrate electronic applications for lifelong learning.
