4.  Information Literacy Model: Of the 20 plus models we investigated, which one will be used for this unit? Why? 

I-SEARCH - The I-Search is one type of inquiry-based research process frequently used in middle and high school classrooms. The term "I-Search" was coined by Ken Macrorie in his book The I-Search Paper (Heinemann, 1988). The overall goal of the I-Search is to actively engage students in the research process as they pursue questions of importance that they care about. In Ken Macrorie's words, through the I-Search a student can satisfy "a genuine itch" that needs to be scratched "until you've quieted it." Sometimes an individual teacher engages students in the I-Search, while other times a unit is carried out by an interdisciplinary team.

Therefore this model will be the best model to use because it is student-centered and student-driven.

Characteristics of an I-Search Unit
An I-Search unit has the following characteristics:
· The unit is motivating, capitalizing on middle school students innate curiosity to explore topics of importance to both them and their community. 
· By exploring a topic, the I-Search opens doors to knowledge, showing students the different ways to locate information.
· Since many activities require working with peers, the I-Search fosters collaboration among students who have diverse abilities, talents, and skills.
· Students must think critically as they integrate and evaluate information from different sources.
· By marrying process to product, the I-Search offers students creative outlets to represent knowledge.
· When teachers link the I-Search to standards in the key content areas, the inquiry process can support the construction of knowledge around key understandings.
· The research process encourages teachers and students to meaningfully use a variety of technology tools.
· The unit aligns with national standards relating to developing inquiry skills across disciplines.

The technology infusion I have planned are for the students to use digital cameras in order to take their own pictures , and then use one or more photo-shop/editing software to edit/manipulate the pictures according to whatever theme he or she is doing.  Finally, students will used Glogster to design the background for their own virtual photo books, and add a link to YackPack (see description below), a Class designed Blog or Wiki (Pbwiki ) to discuss the experience. For extension (or if extra time allows, students may upload all of their photos to Flicker or Animoto to share in order to create a presentation to share with the class.

	While referred to as an "interactive poster," Glogster--Lovely's No. 4 pick--is, in effect, a personal Web page complete with embedded media links, sound, and video capabilities. Students can work with Glogster individually or as a group to create presentations, share information, and interact with their peers. Lovely stressed the importance of signing up for the "EDU" version, which prevents other users from viewing class-specific "Glogs."

	Yack Pack," an Internet-based voice communication tool that works a lot like voicemail for the Web. Users define a "pack"--a group of individuals they want to communicate with--and then record messages for the group, an individual, or even a subset within the group using a standard computer microphone. When members of the pack log in, they can listen and respond to the messages.

Using Yack Pack Live--a component of Yack Pack--users have the added ability of broadcasting their messages in real time using a small widget that can be embedded in a website. Uses of the platform, said Lovely, include multi-class collaboration, or even parent-teacher communications.

A Picture Is Worth A thousand Words/ Photography: Beyond the Snapshot

1. Lesson Overview:
The primary goal of this project is to help adolescents learn about themselves and be able to share who they are through use of photographs while also learning how to take a better photograph by paying close attention to the four main points of photography: disturbance, proximity, sense of place and vantage point. Throughout the course of this project, students will research pictures, photography concepts and learn about how photography is a form of art and how stories have been told through pictures. Through a series of themes, the students use various Internet resources to analyze how what impact pictures have on society. Looking to the future, media space is going to be a premium, so pictures must do more than just capture a moment in time. They must tell a story. 
Additionally, in order to produce a quality product, students will also be exposed to standard photography basics. This unit will be taught after the writing unit and before the students move into lay-out design. It should take approximately 1-3 weeks to complete on a 90-minute accelerated block schedule, with an additional week outside of class for the students to complete the photo essay.

6.  Procedures/Activities:

	Procedure 
	Description of Activities
	Duration 

	Step 1- Introductory Exercise
	Students will look at a variety of pictures- by looking at books, magazines, and videos and discuss different themes or exercises in photography. Students will then select photographs that appeal to them. Once the photos are Selected, the students should look for similarities in the photos and place them in groups. They should then analyze the photos to determine why they were appealing

* If necessary teacher may have students write a description of thoughts.
	At least 1-3 Days-(depending on length of the assignment).

	Step 2—Matching Activity/ How to take a Photo
	Students will discuss themes be given pre-selected themes and will match pictures up with appropriate themes. . Following this exercise, the students will be introduced to the concepts of disturbance, proximity, sense of place, and vantage point.
	1-2  Days-(depending on length of the assignment).

	Step 4—Picture Taking/Theme Analysis 
	Students will be assigned a variety of themes and then be given a digital camera to take their own pictures as much as possible or as close as possible to the theme he or she has been given. After being introduced through lecture on photography basics, the class will take a walking tour of campus and be required to take photographs that illustrate various concepts such as rule of thirds, standard daylight exposure, back lighting, depth of field, panning etc. After the photos are developed, the class will make a display board and identify the photos with the appropriate photo rule.
	2-4 Days (depending on length of the assignment).

	Step 5—Photo Shop/Photo Editing Session
	With photo basics covered, the students will be required to use different Photoshop techniques & software in order to edit photos accordingly.

* At this time, the Wiki can be used to let students explain when, where, and how they took each photo and what problems they encountered.

	3-5 Days-(depending on length of the assignment).

	Step 6- Uploading Photos To Glogster & Typing up Descriptions
	The final assignment in this unit is a virtual photo collage/album that tells a series of mini-stories about each student via use of themes and different photo techniques (spring break, one-act play, athletic practice Being Silly, It’s a Small Life, All About Me, etc.). The essay must have a minimum of 12-25 photographs that include all of the composition/themes we have covered in class. The photos will need to be uploaded to Glogster. Students will write captions for each photo. 

*Students will build their poster/web-page on Glogster according to his or her individual learning style and then add an appropriate description or caption for each photo on a tag.
	2-5 Days-(depending on length of the assignment).

	Step 7-Reflection or Discussion (all along and at the end by using a classroom -Wiki  or YackPack
	Students will reflect on assignment by discussing on class Wiki or Collaborative Essay. The focus is on composition and storytelling through photographs. Students will also be asked to show the photos they did not select for their album and explain what went wrong and determine why they were not effective.
	Days assigned depends on project objectives and length of assignment


7. I think that the rubric strategy would be most appropriate because it clearly defines what is acceptable for both the student and the teacher. I tend to do a lot of hands-on authentic projects and I have found in my career of teaching middle and high-schoolers, a rubric is most effective. For those that just want to do “enough” to get by, then they can see what strategy they want to pursue in making the grade that best satisfies them; hence they exhibit control over his or her own behavior.
