Equipment: computer, LCD projector

Procedures:

1.  Go to website: http://genevaes.genevacountyschools.com/
2.  Show teachers an example of a homework assignment page.

3.  Tell them that they are going to create an assignment page on their webpage. To do this 

     follow the next steps.

4.  Go to: Staff Only

5.  Enter your email and password

6.  Click on: login

7.  Choose an area:  Teachers Section

8.  Choose a teacher: Your Name

9.  Click on: Assignments

10.  Click on: Add a new Assignment

11.  Click the box: Assignment Title and type the following in the box: Homework Assignment

12.  Choose: Assignment Date to be Posted

13.  Click on: Text Editor Box

14.  In the box, type homework assignment list.

15.  When you are finished, click: Add Assignment. 

16.  Add a new assignment for each day’s assignments.

17.  Log Off

18.  Assignments are posted for parents to see.

Activity Two:  Adding a form to the Classroom Webpage

Purpose: The purpose of this activity is show teachers how to add a form to their webpage.

               Teachers are always sending home study guides, field trip forms, spelling lists, and etc.  

               Sometimes students loose these forms.  This feature will provide parents with away to

Material:  Microsoft word, some type of form such as, field trip form or study guide previously 

                scanned or typed into word, school website: http://genevaes.genevacountyschools.com/
Equipment:  computer, LCD projector

Procedures:

1.  Go to website: http://genevaes.genevacountyschools.com/
2.  Show teachers an example of a form downloaded into school website.

3.  Tell them that they are going to download a form into their web page. To do this 

     follow the next steps.

4.  Go to: Staff Only

5.  Enter your email and password

6.  Click on: login

7.  Choose an area:  Teachers Section

8.  Choose a teacher: Your Name

9.  Click on: forms

10.  Click on the title box and enter a title for the form such as; Science Study Guide Chapter 1.

11.  Click on: Add Form

12.  Click on: Upload

13.  To add form, click on the browse button.

14.  In My Documents, find form to add to web page.

15.  Click on: Add button

16.  Log Off

Activity Three:  Create Classroom Calendar in Web page

Purpose:  The purpose of this activity is to help teachers create a classroom web-based calendar.

1.  Go to website: http://genevaes.genevacountyschools.com/
2.  Show teachers an example of a calendar created in the school website.

3.  Tell them that they are going to create a class web-based calendar. To do this 

     follow the next steps.

4.  Go to: Staff Only

5.  Enter your email and password

6.  Click on: login

7.  Choose an area:  Teachers Section

8.  Choose a teacher: Your Name

9.  Click on: calendar

10.  On the calendar, choose the correct month.

11.  To add an event to the calendar, click:  Add Event

12.  Type a title for the event you are adding.

13.  Choose the correct date for the event.

14.  To add a message to the event, click on the text editor box and type your message.

15.  Click: Add Event

16.  When you are finished creating your event calendar, logoff.

Activity Four:  Classroom Photo Album

Purpose:  The purpose of this activity is to show teachers how to add photos to their classroom photo album.  Photos of class activities give parents a great idea of what is going on in the classroom.  Parents can download pictures they wish to keep for themselves.

Equipment:  computer, LCD projector

Procedures:

1.  Go to website: http://genevaes.genevacountyschools.com/
2.  Show teachers an example of a classroom photo album created in the school website.

3.  Tell them that they are going to create a class web-based photo album. To do this 

     follow the next steps.

4.  Go to: Staff Only

5.  Enter your email and password

6.  Click on: login

7.  Choose an area:  Teachers Section

8.  Choose a teacher: Your Name

9.  Click: Photo Album

10.  Click: Add New Photo

11.  In caption box, type a caption of the picture you are downloading. (no names)

12.  Click: browse

13.  Under My Documents, choose photo you wish to add to your class photo album.  You will 

       have to add one picture at a time.

14.  Click on photo and then click open.

15.  Click: Add

16.  To see your photos, click on each file one at a time.

17.  Log Off

18.  Congratulations! Your web page is ready for parents to see and use.  
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
